Entrance Antiphon: Have mercy on me, O 

Lord, for I cry to you all the day long. O 
Lord, you are good and forgiving, full of 
mercy to all who call to you.  
 

Theme: In today’s Gospel passage, we reflect 
on the theme of purity. The Pharisees and 
Scribes criticize Jesus and His followers for 
not adhering to the Jewish custom of 
washing their hands after returning from 
public places. Jesus condemns their 
emphasis on external rituals and exposes 
their hypocrisy. He teaches that true purity 
comes from within the heart, rather than 
from following traditions. What matters to 
God is the sincerity of our hearts and 
actions, not merely ritualistic observance. 
Jesus calls us to be faithful to Him in our 
daily lives, emphasizing that genuine faith is 
demonstrated through inner purity and 
alignment with God’s will, rather than mere 
adherence to human traditions. 
 

Communion Antiphon:  Blessed are the 
peacemakers, for they shall be called children 
of God. Blessed are they who are persecuted 

for the sake of righteousness, for theirs is the 
Kingdom of Heaven.
